The Rail Network Rebuild work will improve reliability, allow more frequent trains and
improve the ride for passengers.

¢ Digging up and rebuilding foundations, excavating and replacing ballast

e lLaying tracks and sleepers, connecting, re-aligning and balancing tracks.
